The icon of the Sunday of All Saints depicts our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ seated above the throne of heaven surrounded by the Saints. The
rows of Saints included the Archangel Michael and other Angels, the The-
otokos and John the Baptist, the Apostles, Bishops, Great Martyrs, Ascetics
and Monastics. To the side of the throne are Adam and Eve, bowing in rev-
erence to Christ. They are joined by the Saints, who are lifting their hands in
worship to the King of Glory. At the lower left of the icon is the Patriarch
Abraham who has a righteous soul in his bosom, as told in the story of
Lazarus and the rich man in the Gospel. At the lower centre is the Good
Thief who was crucified with Christ. On the lower right is the Patriarch
