Holy Communion
in our tradition

When you are receiving Holy
Communion:

o make the sign of the Cross;

e cross your hands over your heart;

o tell the priest your name;

e come up close to the Holy chalice;

o if you are significantly taller than the
priest or Extraordinary Eucharistic Minis-
ter you can lower yourself so that they can
reach your mouth more easily. However,
this is only necessary if you are taller;

e tilt your head back slightly;

e open your mouth wide;

o ensure that your tongue is well back in
your mouth. Do NOT stick out your
tongue;

e do NOT close your mouth, lick, or
otherwise touch the spoon. The distributer
will drop the Eucharist into your open
mouth;

o after receiving, you do not need to say
“Amen’;

o make the sign of the Cross again,;

e return to your spot, and thank the Lord
for this opportunity to receive this Sacra-
ment ¥
