CATECHISM PART

Every Ukrainian Catholic should live
according to the two main command-
ments of love, which Jesus Christ
teaches us in the New Testament, and
the Ten Commandments, which the
Lord God gave in the Old Testament
through Moses. To these main com-
mandments, the Church gives us six
church commandments,
which serve to guide us in
our life journey with the
Lord and in God's grace.

In today's bulletin, I want
to remind you of those six
commandments, as well as
the main 12 holidays for
which we have an obliga-
tion to celebrate (attend
church services) and re-
frain from hard work. Re-
member, if you have any
questions, you can always
ask your priest.

The Six Church Commandments:

1. To worship God with the Church every
Sunday, and on all holy days of obliga-
tion, participating in the Divine Liturgy
and abstaining from hard work.

2. To fast and practice abstinence on the
days appointed by the Church.

3. At least once a year, to confess one’s
sins in the Holy Mystery of Repentance
(Confession), and to receive Holy Com-
munion during the Paschal season.

4. Not to hold weddings or dances during
prohibited times.

5. To shun immoral publications and in-
