THE UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC
WOMEN’S LEAGUE OF CANADA
(UCWLC)

Most members of our Ukrainian Catholic
Churches recognize the UCWLC as a body
of women that work in the church kitchens,
launder the church altar linens and organize
fundraising events to help with parish ex-
penses.

Most do not know that the UCWLC oper-
ates at three levels of governance:

- the parish level called “Branch UCWLC”;
- the provincial level called
“Eparchial UCWLC” (in Winnipeg it
is called Archeparchial UCWLC be-
cause the head of our Church in Can-
ada is the Metropolitan who resides
in Winnipeg);

- the national level, the “National
UCWLC” that deals with issues that
concern our Catholic faith, our Cana-
dian Citizenship, our Social and
Charitable Action, our Human Rights and
the Sacredness of the Family; all of which
are expressed in our Constitution and af-
fects each one of us across Canada. The
National Executive through Legislation and
Constitution can challenge the Government
on issues that concern our above goals/
aims.

The seat of the National Executive rotates
amongst the Eparchies every 3 years. In
October, 2025 at the UCWLC Congress
held in Saskatoon, the office of the Nation-
al Executive will be in Winnipeg for the
next 3 years after which it will go to the
Eparchy of Toronto.

Members to the National Executive are
nominated from our general membership.
The National UCWLC is pleased to wel-
come Lorraine Myk and Yvonne Derkach
from our Holy Family Branch as new mem-
bers to the National Executive. The Nation-
al UCWLC President is Janet Kuchma
from Blessed Virgin Mary Branch.
